Subsequently, he performed Rachmaninov’s Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini
with the BBC National Orchestra of Wales. He has enjoyed receiving
masterclasses from top pianists including Ronan O’Hora, Bernard Roberts,
Peter Donohoe and Lang Lang, who said about Erdem’s playing: “Such a special
sound...I really enjoyed everything he does, it’s quite stunning playing”.
